This type of woodturning les donated is technically..."poly chromatic segmented
woodturning”. The process of creating such a beautiful piece of artwork is time
consuming and technically challenging. The piece Casteel has donated to the
Palette Art League is made from old pallets destined for landfill or burning.

Strips of wood are cut at an angle...then extended and f lipped over and cut
again creating a trapezoid piece of wood. These "segments" are glued together
to form rings. The rings are then stacked and glued until they resemble a bowl
or urn shape. Next the assembled pieces of wood are mounted on a lathe and
refined with tools and finally sanded and finished.

The piece Casteel has donated to the Palette Art Leagueis made from old
pallets destined for landfill or burning. Ca st e e | disfluenced bl traditsonal
pottery shapes, in this case the Acoma Indians from northern New Mexico. The
shape is actually a seed jar, when made from pottery it was used to hold or store
seeds with a deerskin cover over the hole on top and then later held under the
arm extended down to deliver seeds to be broadcast onto the soil for planting.
